While occupying any viewing areas, front entrance or common areas please
refrain from disruptive behaviors', loud noises or negative comments towards
members of EESC, coaches, athletes and/or staff. Dressing rooms and hallways
are safe spaces for our programming - these are not play areas for family
members.
